US History- MANIFEST DESTINY Choice Project
Due Date/Class Presentations: ______________________
Objective: To familiarize students with the 19th century idea of “Manifest Destiny” and how this concept led to American expansionism in the modern-day Southwest.
Directions: Students will be working in small groups to create a project of their choice which explains how the concept of Manifest Destiny influenced America’s expansion into the modern-day Southwest. 
All projects should: 

· Include some type of definition of Manifest Destiny.
· Students should utilize the following essential and prompting questions to guide their project’s creation

· Incorporate both in-class (notes, videos, lectures, readings, etc.) and out of class resources (homework, independent research) 
· Prepare a small presentation 😊 (Everyone needs to talk during the presentation) 

Essential Questions: 

Answer both questions using complete sentences with supporting facts and examples in your response. 
· What does the term Manifest Destiny mean? 

· How did Manifest Destiny influence 19th Century American Expansion?
Prompting Questions: 
Answer two of the following questions using complete sentences with supporting facts and examples in your response.

· Why did the United States want the Southwest Territory? 

· What cultures were affected by the territorial acquisition?

· How did Manifest Destiny impact surrounding cultures?
· How did Manifest Destiny impact the Native Americans?

· How did the idea of Manifest Destiny influence the United States’ decision to annex Texas and consequently provoke a war with Mexico?

PRODUCT OPTIONS* (Objectives need to be addressed within the final product): 

· Poem (4 Stanzas) or Song (4 Verses) with a three-paragraph response on how it fulfills the assignment objectives (Final Copy: Needs to be typed)
· PowerPoint slideshow (Number of slides 7-10. Make slides visually appealing with color/pictures) (Email Final Copy) 
· Portrait or sketch: 2 dimensional or 3 dimensional with a three- paragraph response on how it fulfills the assignment objectives (Final Copy: Needs to be typed)  

· Historical Fiction Short Story or Children’s Book (5-10 pages with pictures) 
· A comic strip (10 story boards/boxes)
· A report about a key historical figure or figures who were involved in the Southwest Expansion (3 paragraph essay in your own words) (Final Copy: Needs to be typed) 
· A Windows movie maker or iMovie short film (Script needs to be approved by teacher before filming. About 5 minutes long) (Email Video) 
· Poster with pictures and information (Make it visually appealing)
*Note- These are merely suggestions. Students need approval if they have another product idea. Groups need to share what product they will be creating for the project before starting. Each person in the group will be held accountable for the project. If someone in the group is not doing their job, let the teacher know immediately.
