The War Hawks

· Wanted War with Britain

· Young leaders from west & south

· Clay & Calhoun

· Tapping into Nationalism & pride

Reasons:

· Seizing of American ships

· Encouraging & aiding Native American attacks

· End conflict with Native Americans

· To demonstrate strength 

· To take Florida

Unready for War

· Jefferson’s polices had hurt readiness

· Only 16 ships

· Small army – ill equipped

· Offered inducements for volunteers

· Poorly trained even with more men

Rely on state militias

War Begins

· Battle in May of 1811

· Congress declares war in December of 1811

· New Englanders & others have reservations
Fighting on Water

· USS Constitution – Old Ironsides

· Wins battle – America does have some sea victories

· Britain blockades American ports is effective

· Oliver Perry wins control of Lake Erie

West and Native Americans

· Tecumseh and Shawnees defeated 

· Killed at Battle of the Thames by William Henry Harrison

· U.S. invasion of Canada fails

· Andrew Jackson defeats Creeks at Horseshoe Bend in 1814

· Jackson is aided by Cherokees
End of the War: 5-3
Washington D.C.

· British troops invade

· Attack and burn Washington

· Madison’s and leaders flee

· British unable to take Fort McHenry in Baltimore

· Leads to Star Spangled Banner

Battle of New Orleans 

· British attempt to invade New Orleans 

· Americans under Andrew Jackson well entrenched

· Over 2,00 British casualties

· Minimal American loses

· Great victory for American army

· Jackson’s a hero

New England & Peace

· Blockade hurts New England

· Hartford Convention – New England threaten to leave the Union

· War ends before New England 

· Treaty of Ghent end war in December 1814

· Too late for Battle of New Orleans

· Nothing adjusted – nothing settled

· The end of the Federalist party
